!   Our guests tonight were Lynn Graham, 
Rhonda VanPelt, and Frederica Ficter, 
Eric and Mary Ann Bransby's daughter, 
who was visiting from out of state.

!   The box for our end-of-year drawing 
and the basket for Crowing and Bragging 
were passed around.    
!   There were no corrections to the 
minutes from the December meeting and 
they were accepted as published in the 
last newsletter.  
Treasurer's Report:  Margaret reported 
that we have $3,634.80 in our checking 
account and $7,967.73 in the Money 
Market - giving us a total of $11,602.53. 
She also reported that she filed form 
990-N with the IRS, which is for tax-
exempt organizations not making more 
than $25,000. Our total gross in-take for

Programs:  It was announced our Feb.

thAugust 7.  
!   The Alliance asks that painting content 
be Colorado-related subject matter and 
nothing that would be of a political, 
racist, licentious or evangelical/religious 

nature.  Mats should be simple and 
neutral; frames should be simple and not 
ornate.  No cracked glass, cracked or 
scratched frames or dirty mats.  
!   It was brought up that the High Vista 
Gallery, while a very nice venue, is not 
well known and sales, so far, have been 
poor.  To make this show successful, 
good PR and advertising is a must.  The 
Pueblo Art Alliance is working on 
getting signage and lighting in front of 
the El Pueblo Museum to generate more 
traffic. 

!   Kang Lee Sheppard reminded 
everyone that the latest classes at the 
Sheppard Art Institute start in 2 weeks.  
Five of our members are instructors and 
there will also be a class offered by 
Doug Dawson, a nationally known 
pastelist.

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The January program was Radeaux. A Colorado 
artist and best known for his bird paintings, he 
presented a slide show of his works which not only 
featured his detailed birds, (and other animals) but 
also stylized images and geometrics inspired by 
different cultures from around the world. 

Radeaux's program was remarkable for a number of 
reasons. His natural work is not just sought after by 
art collectors, but by biologists because of their 
accuracy. He has contributed illustrations for a 
number of publications, including the Colorado 
Breeding Bird Atlas. 

Radeaux is an avid birder and helps with surveys, 
and he has been the first person to document the 
appearance of some species in Colorado. One of his 
most remarkable attributes is that he paints from 
memory and sketches, not photographs, because he 
feels his perspective is more accurate that way.
